Dear Parent/Guardian, 

At Novato Unified Schools we are very concerned about student attendance.  School attendance records indicate that your child has at least three (3) days or (18) periods of unexcused absences or tardies in excess of 30 minutes, or any combination thereof.  Under California Education Code 48260, this number of unexcused absences or tardies classifies your child as truant.

Please be advised the District is required by Education Code 48260.5 to inform parents of the following information.  In some instances the information provided may not apply to your child.

California law (Education Code Sections 48200, 48260 (a) and 48260.5) requires parent/guardian to have his/her child attend school daily until the age of 18 unless he/she has an excused absence, i.e., verifiably ill, medical appointments, or justifiable family or personal emergency.  Parents or guardians who fail to meet this obligation may be guilty of an infraction and subject to prosecution (Education Code 48260.5).  Pupils who do not attend school regularly may be subject to prosecution under Section 48264 of the Education Code.  Your child may also have his/her driving privileges suspended, restricted, or delayed.

As a parent/guardian, you have the right to meet with appropriate school personnel to discuss solutions to your child’s attendance.  In addition, it is recommended that you accompany your child to school and attend classes with him/her for one day (Education Code Section 48269.5).

School, community, and district alternative programs are available to help address your child’s needs.  After school or weekend study programs may be assigned to help recover missed learning time.

Dear Parent/Guardian, 

The California Education (Education Code, Sections 48200 and 48260 (a) and 48262) charges parents/guardians with the responsibility of keeping their child in regular attendance at school unless he/she is verifiably ill, excused for medical appointments, or for justifiable family or personal reasons.  

Your child now has at least (4) four days or (24) twenty-four periods of unexcused absences or tardies in excess of 30 minutes, or any combination thereof.  As you know, school employees attempted to meet or have met with you and your child to discuss his/her truancies since his/her initial classification as a truant.  Because of continuing truancies, your child has been declared a habitual school truant.  Your child can be placed under the jurisdiction of the court and may be adjudged a ward of the court.  Both you and your child can be prosecuted.  Your child can lose driving privileges or delay eligibility for these until the court deems attendance to have been sufficiently corrected.

As truancy is such a serious matter, you and your child may be referred to appear before the School Attendance Review Team (SART) or School Attendance Review Board (SARB), which can result in a referral to the probation department and the Marin County District Attorney’s Office.
